	November Trivia

	Q. Why are Standing Liberty quarters sometimes referred to as "Woolley" quarters?
A. When the Standing Liberty quarter was released the Director of the Mint was Robert W. Woolley. He had just been selected as the chief publicity man of the Democratic National Committee and many in the press believed he was the coins designer. They were incorrect in that assumption as it was actually Herman MacNeil that won the design competition with his submission.

Q. What is the significance of the "Arrows" at the dates of 1853 and later silver coins?
A. The official value of silver and gold bullion was tied together and due to the California Gold Rush silver coins developed more bullion silver value than face value. This caused hoarding and melting of silver coins and in an effort to get silver coins into circulation for change the silver content was reduced. This reduction was indicated by "Arrows" on either side of the date on the coin without having to redesign the coins. Arrows were used on half-dimes, dimes, quarters, and half dollars of the era.
	Fact: In 1943 the Treasury Department resorted to producing Lincoln cents from zinc coated steel due to the diversion of copper resources to produce shell cases. The coin was often mistaken for the dime and disliked by the public. The Treasury considered disguising the steel cent by punching a hole in the middle but no one liked the idea of Lincoln with a hole in his head.
